Financial expectations:





This year almost all of the spring Marching Band members are returning from fall, and are aware of the financial expectations for our Disney Trip May 19-23. PLEASE REMEMBER THAT ALL DISNEY MONEY IS DUE ON MARCH 31 at NOON!!  There is no fee for others, except everyone must have an ASB card.





Students need to be passing ALL classes in order to travel. THERE WILL BE WEEKLY GRADE CHECKS FOR SOME STUDENTS. I will determine who qualifies by past grades. Even if your trip is completely paid for, you will not be excused from three days of school if you are failing classes.








Other Expectations:





Students will be expected to follow all school rules and policies.  In addition:





* Treat others members, staff, and equipment with respect.





* Strive for quality, with a positive attitude.





* Be on time and ready for rehearsals on Mondays and Wednesdays from


 6:30-8:30 p.m. (You may be asked to show up early and stay late- be flexible!)





* You must be physically able to participate. Please be aware that there may


 be some conditioning, as marching band does take some physical exertion. 





* Work is not an excuse to miss a rehearsal or competition.  All employers 


must work with your schedule if you give them notice. Other school sponsored events will be taken into consideration, but please communicate with all coaches concerned.





*Any discipline problems will be handled in a swift and timely manner to 


prevent any disruption to the learning environment, the other band members 


success, and the success of the group. Please refer to the SHS Student 


Handbook concerning discipline.














Lettering Policy:





Since the new A.S.B. laws exclude us from offering credit, students will be 


able to letter in Marching Band.  Lettering will be based on attendance, attitude,


leadership, citizenship, and positive participation in rehearsals.





Students need to be at all competitions and performances. A tentative performance 


schedule is attached. ATTENDANCE IS CRITICAL.  Everyone is participating, 


and an absence leaves a hole.  Since a band guides off of each other,


 an absence means a lesser performance.





After two unexcused absences, Mrs. Sumpter has the option of having a student no longer participate in rehearsals and/or perform.





Basic Information:





** Students are responsible for any instruments and music assigned to them. If the equipment is not assigned to you, do not touch it.








** Bring a positive work attitude to all rehearsals.  This is not a suggestion, but a rule. 





** Marching Band members should wear proper clothing and footwear 


to rehearsals, this does not include flip-flops!  (





** Students should have a supply of reeds, valve oil, etc. in order to keep the


 rehearsal moving along smoothly.





** Start memorizing the music as soon as you receive it!!! 





** Color Guard and Drum Line members are considered part of the band, and are subject to


the same expectations as the Band.











** All Marching Band members are responsible for their uniform, and will be 


subject to cleaning costs. They should also have a white T-shirt/fall t-shirt and 


shorts for a half-uniform.  Jewelry or fingernail polish during performance is 


not permitted. Earrings should be removed. All members wearing a uniform


 must have a supply of black socks. 





** TAKE PRIDE in everything you do with this band.  When asked to do a task 


that you do not want to do, or if the schedule goes crazy, do it without giving anyone a hard time.





** Hazing or initiation of any members is prohibited.





** All Band members will control their tempers, and refrain from using profanity.


  Our job is to entertain, not offend.





** RESPECT EACH OTHER, AND THE ROLE OTHERS HAVE IN THE


 MARCHING BAND. THERE ARE NO”SIDE-LINES”. Everyone’s job is important!
